The City of Armadale have been very helpful in supplying the 

Electricians to install the new lighting. I also reported the loose wall sheeting 

around the Theatre & this has also been rectified by the council. It is 

encouraging to have the council responding to our needs, when we need 

them.  

 

I also have engaged workers to repair some of the plastering in the Men!s 

toilet. We will now get the tiles cleaned & re grouted before we give this area 

a much needed paint job. The men!s toilet was desperately in need of repair, 

and is due for a makeover.

We try to have a stand each year to promote the Theatre and its 

performances. We have been fortunate to secure new sponsorship for the 

Theatre.
